BART PARKING
BART has multiple parking options. For more information visit
www.bart.gov/qguide/parking.

For those BART stations that have parking, restrictions and fees apply.
Note that weekday parking often fills up before 8:00am.

Daily Fee Parking

Fees are required Monday through Friday from 4:00am to 3:00pm.
You can pay the fee by validating your stall number inside the paid
area of the station. Daily fees vary by station and range from $1.00
to $5.00 per day. After 10:00am, any unoccupied parking space is
available to daily parking on a first-come, first-served basis.

The Way It Works

1. Park in any numbered stall in the non-permitted areas of the lot.

2. Remember your stall number.

3. Go to Parking Validation/Add Fare machine inside the station and
enter your stall number.

4. Pay the fee using cash or a BART blue ticket.

5. Retrieve your receipt.

Single Day Reserved Permit Parking
BART offers Single Day Reserved Permit Parking at many stations.
This permit allows riders to purchase a reserved permit for single days
and park in the Permit/Reserved area. Your reservation is for arrival
before 10:00am. You need to purchase a permit on-line, print it out
and put it on your dashboard when you park. The cost of Single Day
Reserved Permit Parking varies by station and you can make a
reservation as late as the night before you need to use it. Permits are
sold on a first-come, first-served basis. Buy your Single Day Reserved
Permit on-line at www.permit-sales.com/bart/.
